Enclosed for your review is a draft CD of the “Municipal Emergency Response Equipment Inventory” for Public Works, Firefighting, and Emergency Medical Services in the 20-town Public Safety Task Force area.  The purpose of this information is to provide a ready reference for emergency responders as to what resources exist in neighboring towns in the event a local incident requires mutual aid. Your assistance is requested in reviewing and correcting the information presented for your community so that the final document prepared can be as complete and accurate as possible. It would be appreciated if you could provide any corrections to either the NWCCOG or LHCEO office (see contact information below) by October 10, 2008.

The information presented on the enclosed CD was drawn from municipal responses to the “Resource Typing” initiative undertaken last year by DEHMS.  The Public Safety Task Force assisted DEMHS in this resource typing activity.  While DEMHS is pursuing the development of a web-based portal for this emergency response information (referred to as “Web-EOC”), the Public Safety Task Force felt that it would be helpful to our member towns to have a CD version of the information for our towns until such time as the DEMHS information becomes available on line.
Note that when the public works resource typing was done, there were two different forms that the towns completed – one form was for local use and the other form was for DEMHS.  The enclosed CD contains the information from the local form.  Consequently, the DEMHS information for public works will not match up exactly with the information on the enclosed CD.
Please help us fine tune or update the information we have available on municipal response resources. During the Ice Storm of a few years ago, the Town of Goshen called municipalities all over western CT searching for wood chippers to assist them in the cleanup effort. The enclosed CD is designed to help local emergency responders react to incidents like that.
