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 FLOOD/DAM FAILURE
The City of Torrington has been subjected to minor flooding in the past, nothing to the extent that was seen during the 1955 flood. With the many improvements made by the Army Corp of Engineers, Torrington has been safe
from any large scale flooding. There are presently 8 various style dam’s in the Torrington area. It is anticipated that the city would have enough advance warning of danger that the public could be warned of
any pending events.

As this is the case, the city will use it Emergency Operations Plan and it’s

functional annexes to address any flooding events. We feel that all aspects relating to these type incidents are addressed in the functional annexes of the city emergency plan.
