The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ed Cannata at 8:10am

New member Stacey Caren was introduced to the commission and gave a background of her life and interest in ACT  
Artist relocation program: appearance on WAPJ to spread awareness of the program this coming Thursday.  ACT taking over ownership of website 
Survey report: a recommendation was made by Rachel Kelly to set a due by date for facebook and survey website to be ready to go.  Kim is going to look into getting the password from Fiona.  Survey will be added to next meeting agenda.  No results have yet been received.  
A subcommittee will be formed for the purposes of handling the facebook page and website.  It will consist of Stacey, Kim, Mike, Rachel, Jacque and Ed.  They will plan on meeting soon.  
Ornament update:  Ed is going to meet with Lynn Gelormino to get the Warner approval.  He will request upfront payment from vendors this year as well.  
Arts festival: a suggested name “Saturday in the Park” was agreed upon.  Tim suggested that ACT reach out to the Park & Rec Commission asap to get on their agenda to use the park on the date being considered, the Saturday before Memorial Day 2017.  The committee also discussed possibly holding the event on Saturday June 3rd.   The committee discussed at length the next steps once approval is received by Park & Rec. Tim has offered to speak with Police Chief Maniago to see what they would recommend for officers on duty.  The committee discussed a vendor fee of $40-$50.
	Ed suggested possibly tying in Coe Park Unplugged on that day to run after the arts festival concludes.  Rachel added that a strong marketing campaign would be vital to getting vendors signed up.  
Historic photo project update:  Bill has received a quote from Giordano for a 20x80 or 24x32 display case at $600.00 with $240 for installation.  Bill has also reached out to Laura Stolfi from Liberty Framing as well.  Marie suggested a permanent place to hang art.  Bill and Ed will research a location.  
New business: Ed has asked Tim to assist ACT with taking over the responsibility of hanging banners on Main Street.  This was discussed at length.  
A motion to adjourn was made by Marie Soliani, seconded by Bill Haygood.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:20am.
