Accept Resignation: J. Giulietti*
On a motion by Mr. Libby, seconded by Mr. Erdtmann, the Board voted unanimously to accept the resignation of Jason Giulietti from the Board.  Vice President Herbst suggested the Secretary send him a thank you letter.

Approval of Minutes
On a motion by Mrs. Ryan, seconded by Mr. Erdtmann, the Board voted unanimously to accept the November 10, 2015 minutes, as corrected. 

Establish Nominating Committee
On a motion by Mrs. Ryan, seconded by Mr. Erdtmann, the Board voted unanimously to appoint the five members of the Executive Committee to serve as a Nominating Committee at this time.

By-Laws, Proposed Changes
The Board discussed proposed changes to the By-Laws including an option for Co-Presidents, the process for termination of memberships, and the stated day and time for the Annual Meeting.
 
Expansion of the Municipal Development Plan
Ms. Wilson explained the continued interest in expanding the MDP as part of the Riverfront Recapture Project, which will be placed in the Plan of Conservation and Development.  The Board decided to continue this discussion at the next meeting.

Economic Development Director Update
Ms. Wilson said she is working on an RFP for a marketing study from a micropolitan aspect, noted that Nidec is cooperating with their brownfield remediation process, and announced the new Corporation Counsel’s interest in brownfields and the opportunity they present to improve the City’s blight.  She said that Fuel Cell’s expansion is creating 103,000 additional square footage and bringing 250 professional jobs to Torrington.

Mayoral Update
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Carbone updated the Board on the Courthouse progress and announced sidewalk re-construction to begin the second week of April and to end by Memorial Day.  She said she hopes the D.O.T. will include Bridge Improvements as a change order to the sidewalk project.  Mayor Carbone thanked Mrs. Ryan for the Chamber of Commerce’s partnership with the City.  She explained the importance of a recent Tax Abatement approval and updated the Board on the Yankee Pedlar’s renovation progress.
