President Daly noted that there are some vacancies to be filled on the Board.

Consent Agenda, Approval of Minutes:

     On a motion by Atty. Muschell, seconded by Mr. McEachern, the minutes of the April 18, 2014 meeting were approved with one correction:  Mr. Baer was absent. 


	Franklin St. Project/EPA Grant Update:

Director Wilson said the project has gone through all the City approval processes and is waiting for EPA review.  She said the project received supportive public comment and some ideas such as bringing Main Street Marketplace to that area.  Ms. Wilson said the loan documents have been signed and confirmatory sampling will begin.  Their goal is to start construction mid-June to meet the August 2nd deadline.

Mayor’s Update:

Main Street Sidewalks:  Mayor Carbone introduced Asst. City Engineer Matt Walsh, who updated the Board on Main Street sidewalk plans.  He presented drawings and descriptions of the extended sidewalk lines, additional parallel parking spaces, bump-outs to slow traffic and amenities such as planters, light poles, trees and kiosks.  Mayor Carbone said the west-side property owners need to close out their vaults, so this project is delayed until next spring, before the grant funding expires.  

Bridge Renovation:  Mayor Carbone reported that the grant funds for ten previously-approved gateway signs will instead be used on one concentrated project -- renovating the bridge with a new veneer, pickets, handrail lighting and 4 light posts on the corners.  This is slated for next spring as well.  President Daly said it would be nice to have a bridge that attracts people to Torrington.  Atty. Herbst said this plan to make the bridge more user-friendly is consistent with the MDP.  

     On a motion by Atty. Muschell, seconded by Atty. Herbst, the Board voted unanimously to support the bridge renovation project, as it is consistent with the Municipal Development Plan.                                                          

	Discussion Bus Garage/Depot: 

President Daly suggested this discussion be tabled to the next meeting.  Atty. Herbst, Chair of the MDP, appointed Economic Development Director Wilson to the MDP Committee, and requested the MDP Committee meet to discuss the proposed Bus Garage and report back to the Board.  It was suggested that Martin Connor, Carol Deane and Rick Lynn be included in the meeting, along with members Greg Perosino, Vic Muschell, Mark McEachern, Peter Herbst, Erin Wilson and the Mayor or her assistant.  Mrs. Ruwet said she was in the Legislature when funds were allotted to this project, and she is committed to its success.  Mrs. Emery noted that the site needs to be downtown.
Adjournment.
