Meeting called to order at 8:00 a.m. 

New Member
President Giulietti announced a new Board of Directors member, Donna Marconi from the Warner Theater.  He encouraged the Executive Board to continue to look for new members.

Riverfront Project
Mayor Carbone explained that a rendering has been requested from Malone and McBroom to assist her presentation at both an upcoming Chicago EPA conference and a Real Estate Developers’ conference, as well as local presentations to City Boards.  Ms. Wilson added that the riverfront project will remain at the forefront of City Projects, and Mayor Carbone said she has met with several developers.  She expressed her appreciation for Senators Murphy and Blumenthal’s efforts to secure federal funds for brownfield remediation.  The Board discussed the economic benefits of greenways.
