
LEPC MINUTES


Tuesday, April 1, 2014

The meeting was called to order by Chief Brunoli at 10:04a.m. A motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting was made by Leslie Polito, seconded by Charles Marciano.  Minutes accepted

A brief discussion of each agenda item followed the opening of the meeting.  Chief Brunoli reported that the Emergency Response Plan has been completed and copies were distributed to those in attendance.
Regarding the Contingency Plan, Chief Brunoli said that the Fire Department’s Haz Mat Group is reviewing the plan and updating it.

Chief Brunoli announced that Martin Connor has been named Coordinator for Long Term Recovery for Region 5.

Discussion followed regarding school evacuation plans for fires and critical incidents.  TFD, TPD and Campion have been meeting on a regular basis to develop these plans with completion being targeted for mid-July, followed by an exercise to be held in the fall.
A statewide exercise will be held on 6/21 and 6/23 for functional needs and mass care.  Chief Brunoli suggested opening a shelter at the Middle School and working with the CERT volunteers and the Red Cross.  He also suggested involving emergency management personnel from Winsted and Goshen.

Chief Brunoli said that he had nothing to report on SERC.

On Grant Funding, Chief Brunoli reported that funds had been obtained for CERT apparel.
In discussing Communications, Chief Brunoli reported that three portable radios have been received from the Region and work continues on the Ham Radios.

In the area of Training, Chief Brunoli mentioned that FEMA and Texas Tech will be offering a Senior Officials Workshop on Tuesday, 9/16 and on 9/30 and 10/1 a Public Info All Hazards class will be held at the EOC.
With regard to the ID cards, the machine works on a hit or miss basis and when it is operational we can get the ID cards produced.  Chief Brunoli suggested that the upcoming state exercise would be a good opportunity for Rick and Leslie to use the Rapid

Chief Brunoli introduced Steve Silver from CL&P/Yankee Gas to the group as a very valuable resource in that he keeps us very well informed.  Steve mentioned that CL&P continues with tree trimming and that it has been very helpful in Northwest CT in keeping outages to a minimum.  He stated that CL&P has improved their protocols and contacts all emergency management directors during storms to keep them updated.  He said that he also represents Yankee Gas now as well.

A few members had some comments and then a motion was made by Charles Marciano to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Sam Patterson.
