The meeting was called to order by Acting Chief Brunoli at 10:08a.m. A motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting was made by Fred Rosa, seconded by Ray Drew.  Minutes accepted

A very brief discussion of each agenda item followed the opening of the meeting.  Acting Chief Brunoli reported that he and Rick Dalla Valle are working on revising and cleaning up the Emergency Response Plan.

The Contingency Plan needs to be worked on, but the decision of who will be the new Chief of the Fire Department is keeping things on hold for the moment.

The DEEP has hired a Regional Coordinator – nothing to report from that as of yet.

Some discussion followed with regard to the Transportation Plan and there is some work being done with the local bus company.

AC Brunoli reported that the Haz Mat Drill went well, but the final critique has not been completed yet.

AC Brunoli also reported on some purchases made with grant funding and Rick Dalla Valle reported that a shelter in Ridgefield has been renovated with a new kitchen and both stated that money will be getting harder to come by in the future.
On the Communications Plan, AC Brunoli reported that the TPD is still working on issues with their system. He said the State has purchased five communication vehicles, but has not decided on where they will be housed.

AC Brunoli reported that WEB EOC classes were held at the EOC and more will be offered if there is an interest.

Rick Dalle Valle thanked everyone who had participated at the EOC during the hurricane. They did a great job and were a great help. He said the shelter exercise to be held at the Torrington Middle School will be rescheduled.  This shelter will be considered a regional shelter and this designation will be very beneficial to Torrington in that food, a shelter manager and cots will be provided.  A Pet shelter will be set up at the school as well.
